Source A
     Some people think baseball is super boring because it moves so slowly. While other sports like basketball and soccer are full of constant action, a baseball game has many long pauses where nothing exciting seems to happen. You might watch a player stand around in the outfield for many innings without the ball ever coming their way. The game can last for a long time, and you have to sit and wait between each pitch and after every hit, which can feel a bit like watching paint dry.

Source B
     Baseball has a reputation for being a boring sport. One of the things that makes baseball seem boring is the number of games in the season. Teams play 162 games during the regular season.

     Unlike fast paced games like basketball or football, baseball involves many pauses. There is a predictable pattern of bursts of activity followed by a pause before the next pitch. Each time a team switches batters or an inning ends, there is a lull in the action. Professional games include nine innings with the possibility of extra innings in the event of a tie. This leads to a long game of start-and-stop action.
     Finally, games are too long. The nine innings of a professional baseball game last for two to three hours but can be even longer. Even a three-hour game can feel like an eternity in a crowded stadium with long bathroom lines, over-priced refreshments, and uncomfortable seats.
