Worth 15 marks (points)
Example: Question 1A: Compare and contrast Sources A and B on how effective
     Napoleon was as France's leader.

1. Look at who wrote each source and when each was written.
1st Paragraph- start the paragraph with this: There are similarities and differences
   between Sources A and B (then restate the question) on how effective Napoleon was
   as France's leader.  This paragraph will only be that one sentence.  Leave a space
   between this paragraph and the next or indent the next paragraph.
2nd Paragraph- What are the similarities between the sources relating to the question?

   You need at least 1.  State your point then use source content/supporting evidence in ""s
   as proof to support what you wrote.  Always state the point before the proof, and you
   need proof from both sources for every point you make.  Start the 2nd paragraph with
   this: Among the similarities between A and B is that both sources agree that...  Leave a

   space between this paragraph and the next or indent the next paragraph.
3rd Paragraph- What are the differences of the sources relating to the question? You

   must have at least 1 difference.  If you only wrote 1 similarity, you need at least 3
   differences. If you wrote 2 similarities, you only need 2 differences, and if you wrote 3
   similarities, only 1 difference).  Use source content/supporting evidence in ""s as proof

   to support what you wrote.  Start the 3rd paragraph with this: Among the differences
   between A and B (then restate the question again) on how effective Napoleon was as
   France's leader, both disagree about... Leave a space between this paragraph and the

   next or indent the next paragraph.
4th Paragraph- Explain why there are similarities and differences by evaluating the tone
   and origination of both sources.  Start the last paragraph with this: Overall, both
   sources agree or disagree (whichever they do more of) more (then restate the question
   again) on how effective Napoleon was as France's leader. There are reasons why I
   arrived at my conclusions.  Here is where you would discuss who wrote each source,
   when each was written, and each source's tone.
